"dialogue and conversations" method. In a variety of "scientific and practical" situations, in
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addition to developing their writing and reading skills through interactive exercises that integrate
traditional education with technology-based interactive education.

This course intends to identify computer components and their various units, computer
development and classifications, computer generations, counting system classification, memory
unit, arithmetic and logic unit, input and output unit, operating system, and programming
fundamentals.

Practical part: The course's objective is to provide students with an understanding of the
computer's components, including the CPU (central processing unit), storage units, and input and
output units. And software components such as various operating systems, such as Windows,
and a variety of computer applications, such as Microsoft Office, the Internet, and e-mail services.

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The Entrepreneurship 2 course aims to teach students how to launch an idea, find sources for it,
and build an integrated business plan to launch a successful independent project after
graduation. Its marketing, administrative, and financial aspects must work with it.

This course covers the definition of physical education, its goals, and its link to general education, as
well as the rules and most significant abilities and concepts of certain teams and individual sports. And
refereeing internal and external matches and activities, recognizing stadium injuries that impact players
inside and outside the stadium, and conducting internal and external matches and activities. Knowing its
symptoms, causes, and treatments. This course also covers sports tournaments and athletic events.

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1- Beauty center management 110202

management and the elements of the feasibility study and its importance in decision-making to
move to the project implementation stage, and the course reviews the first steps to establish

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1.Skincare (2) 100104

follow up on skin and its problems and master the student to deal with them within his field in
professional and professional safe ways, and apply appropriate materials to alleviate the problems
of pigments, stains and pills, as well as freshness and lightening sessions for skin using advanced
mesotherapy technology.
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2.Hand and Foot Care (1) 110101
Provide learners with basic information that enables them to take care of their hands and feet by
identifying the components of the nail and its growth and illnesses, as well as identifying the
problems of the foot and illnesses, how to use hand and foot care preparations, and identifying
the tools and equipment of work (their specifications and the purpose of using them to apply
Moniker and Pedicure. In addition to applying gel paint to hands and feet perfectly.
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Hand and Foot Care 110102 (2)
This course will enable learners to develop the knowledge, understanding and skills needed to
provide manicure treatments. Learn new techniques in the application of paint such as Russian
gel, builder gel, aquarium and keep up with everything new in the field. Learners will also develop
knowledge and understanding relating to skin conditions, and disorders and diseases of the nail
and skin, to help them perform treatments more effectively.
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4.Skincare (1) 110103

provide facial skincare treatments. Learners will explore preparation procedures, including the
correct selection of a range of products and materials for a facial skincare treatment. Emphasis is
on learners devising a treatment plan to suit the individual client’s needs.
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5. Graduation project 110299
The course aims to provide students with research, investigative and problem-solving skills
through the completion of a project in cosmetic, hairdressing and skincare in which the student
offers all the experiences and skills acquired during the previous study period in the specialization.
It also leaves the student with a large margin of freedom in artistic creativity and design innovation
within a climate of competition to provide the best creative work and distinct design between him
and his fellow students in the specialization, conveyed by the first step and closest to the practical
application of what is in professional and practical life.
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6.Nutrition and Diet Essentials 110106
This course addresses the study of basic concepts in food and nutrition, nutrients and energy in
terms of their sources of functions and needs, symptoms of their lack and ways of avoiding these
shortages, the study of life-cycle nutrition, the bases for planning healthy balanced diets, the
identification of methods of assessing nutritional status, and food education.
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7.First Aid 110107
The course is designed to familiarize students with first aid and empower students with the
knowledge and skills needed to perform first aid in each of the following areas: obstruction of
respiratory streams, trauma, bleeding, wounds, burns, blows, fractures, allergies, first aid for
environmental injuries, in addition to assessing the mental state of the injured and finally
familiarizing students with the skills needed to perform CPR.
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8.Massage and Beauty Technique 110108

Body massage is a popular treatment in beauty and spa therapy. This course will enable learners
to develop practical massage skills, plus the associated knowledge and understanding that will
provide an invaluable foundation for other related body treatments. Learners will study the
preparation procedures needed for body massage, including preparing themselves, the client and
work area, performing client consultations and selecting products, tools and equipment. They will
also learn how to perform body massage treatments following health and safety working practices.
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9. Art of Makeup 110109

This course includes the identification of the shapes of faces, their parts and ways of concealing
their various defects, different stages of decoration and their types and applications (bride
makeup, theatrical makeup, masquerade in addition to permanent makeup), ways of forming and
decorating eyebrows using tools, preparations and fittings for face makeup, also the student has
the opportunity to identify the main skin types, structures and functions, and factors that affect
the aging process.
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10.Cosmetic Chemistry 110110

This course focuses on basic scientific principles in aesthetics. With a focus on cosmetic
formulation and appropriate uses of cosmetics will be covered. Key topics include the definition of
cosmetics for skin care and hair care, surfactants, colorants, antioxidants and sunscreens, skin
whitening agents, moisturizers, antiperspirants, deodorants and plant ingredients, as well as the
preparation and application of a particular product's chemical formula.
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11.Hair Chemicals 110112
This course means providing students with information about the process of corrugating and
chemically exercising hair in a proper technical practical manner using tools and materials suitable
for hair condition, dyeing hair of different types in different ways, short hair color, methods of
opening it and methods of correcting its color and addressing various emerging problems while

respecting occupational health and safety rules.
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12.Aesthetics 110114
The course aims to introduce the science of aesthetics and its association with art, explain the
theories of beauty, focus on the material and emotional values that a person experiences during
his taste for artistic work, explain the process of tasting and technical criticism so that the student
becomes able to implement cosmetic skills in a creative artistic way.
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13.Hair Care and Styling 110116
Course includes the essentials of the cosmetic profession, hair composition, natural properties,
scalp diseases and some of its problems of interest to the customer in the beauty salon. It applies
occupational safety procedures for disinfection and sterilization, providing basic services for hair
mastery and adaptation using different methods in hair drying and styling.
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14. Specialized practical skills (2) 110119
The course includes the study and application of advanced skills in cosmetology that keep up with
the developments in the world of cosmetology continuously with the opportunity for the student
to add his own creative touches.
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15.Introduction to physiology 110203

This course focuses on basic scientific principles in anatomy and organ functions for plastic
specialists. Body tissue defined and types. Dermal system, structural system and joints, digestive
system, muscle system, respiratory system, nervous system, circulatory and lymphatic system,
endocrine and sensory receptor, disorders and skin diseases, health problems and how to deal
with them.
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16.Hair cutting and styling techniques 110205

Recognize the concept of hair cutting and styling techniques and different shearing methods and
tools in addition to perfecting the choice of hair shapes in line with the standards of face and hair
and following the steady and moving guide during the process to reach an elaborate haircut
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17.Field training 110209
This course focuses on the use and inclusion of the skills acquired by the student during his studies
in the reality of the labor market, in order to be qualified, highly competent, distinguished and
competitive in the field of professional work, as it will provide him with access to developments in
the field of technology traded in the labor market. The course enables the student to train in
centers or institutions related to the field of specialization. The training is subject to conditions
determined by the college in order to acquire scientific skills in various fields of beauty, including

a minimum of 120 hours of training.
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18.Photography and Digital Montage 110210
This course aims to familiarize the student with the basics of photography, cameras used, types,
tuning, lenses, as well as to identify computerized techniques in the field of montage and train the
student on all the capabilities of programs commonly used in this field to come up with images
related to specialization.
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19.Hair Styling 110222
The course focuses mainly on the design and shaping of the hairstyle using different materials and
tools to suit the shape of the face, possessing skills in applying different and varied styles such as
hair braids with the use of various accessories and roses to decorate hair as well as recognizing
wigs and how to use and care for them.
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20.Specialized practical skills110117

This course includes the study and application of different and popular skills in cosmetology such
as henna drawing and eyebrow drawing using microblading technique.
